Queen's look to repeat as Corner Conference Tournament Champions!

  Two wins this week in tournament play a 62-34 rout of Essex on Tuesday and 48-43 nail biter with Fremont-Mills pits the Queen's against East Mills in the finals.

  The Queens jumped out to a 46-18 halftime lead vs Essex cruising to victory. Jenna Stephens, Hope Ogletree and Marleigh Johnson dominated the Queen's scoring attack scoring 21, 17 and 13 points respectively on a combined 23 for 29 shooting.

  Wednesday Fremont-Mills came to town for a semifinal game. Just like the first game we played this year a 40-37 Viqueen victory this game played out much the same. Deadlocked at 8 points apiece in the 1st quarter the Queen's managed a 5 point half time lead aided by Marleigh Johnson's 3 pointer at the buzzer.  Coach Dave Snyder said, "We did not shoot the ball well the first half shooting 29%, we ended the game at 40% shooting so that made all the difference in the second half.”  Although the Queen's found themselves down 2 at the end of the 3rd quarter the 3-point shooting of Abby Burke and Marleigh Johnson who were a combined 6 of 10 from 3-point range would send the advantage back to the Queen's.  "Once we slowed their hot shooting and play making down, we in turn hit some big shots down the stretch and then managed to play with the lead. We look forward to defending last year's championship in conference tournament play," commented Coach Snyder.

PATRON NOTIFICATION OF

OPEN ENROLLMENT REQUIREMENTS


Parents/guardians considering the use of the open enrollment option to enroll their child/ren in another public school district in the state of Iowa should be aware of the following dates:

March 1, 2021—Last date for regular open enrollment requests for the 2021-2022 school year for students in grades 1-12.

September 1, 2021—Last date for open enrollment requests for entering kindergarten students and those students falling under the “good cause” definition for the 2021-2022 school year.

Parents/guardians of open enrolled students whose income falls below 160% of the federal poverty guidelines are eligible for transportation assistance.  This may be in the form of actual transportation or in the form of a cash stipend.

Parents should be aware that open enrollment may result in the loss of athletic eligibility.
