  Queen’s Repeat as Corner Conf. Tournament Champions.
   The Queen’s checked off a major season goal Friday night by defeating East Mills 51-34, taking the tournament championship for a second straight year. Stanton managed a 4-point lead at the end of the 1st quarter. Coach Snyder said, "I felt we were in good shape as East Mills got themselves in foul trouble in the 1st quarter meaning they would need to adjust defensively, or we would shoot a large number of free throws.”  This allowed Stanton to extend the lead to 11 by half time. Jenna Stephens finished with 8 of 12 shooting and 3 for 3 from three-point range. "Jenna's game was solid inside and outside finishing with 22 points tonight,” commented Coach Snyder. Defensively the Queen's held East Mills to 33% shooting and forcing 14 turnovers. Hope Ogletree led the effort with 4 steals while Jenna Stephens and Marleigh Johnson finished with 7 and 6 rebounds, respectively. The stingy defense helped push the scoring lead each quarter for that 51-34 final. Coach Snyder remarked, "Our two seniors had big games for us tonight and it was nice to see them get this piece of hardware, Hope had an all-around solid game and Kaitlyn hit a 4th quarter 3 that extended our lead to 15 taking the wind out of East Mill’s sails.”

PATRON NOTIFICATION OF

OPEN ENROLLMENT REQUIREMENTS


Parents/guardians considering the use of the open enrollment option to enroll their child/ren in another public school district in the state of Iowa should be aware of the following dates:

March 1, 2021—Last date for regular open enrollment requests for the 2021-2022 school year for students in grades 1-12.

September 1, 2021—Last date for open enrollment requests for entering kindergarten students and those students falling under the “good cause” definition for the 2021-2022 school year.

Parents/guardians of open enrolled students whose income falls below 160% of the federal poverty guidelines are eligible for transportation assistance.  This may be in the form of actual transportation or in the form of a cash stipend.

Parents should be aware that open enrollment may result in the loss of athletic eligibility.
