SUPERINTENDENT

  There is a bill in the Iowa Senate (SF159) that is proposing taxpayer funds be allowed to follow students to private schools, charter schools, and homeschooling. This will ultimately divert funds from public education. It is estimated to cost between 3 and 54 million dollars. Please research this proposal and reach out to a locally elected legislature and to let them know your opinion on this bill.  
1. Rules and Transparency must follow public money. We taxpayers have the right to expect those who choose to accept public money follow the same rules and transparency required of public schools. 
2. Iowa performs better than any state with ESA/Vouchers. Governor Reynolds cited USNews data with Iowa ranked 13th in the nation in PRE K-12 education. The state with ESA/Vouchers rank well below us. Why would we look for solutions below us? 

3. Vouchers pull valuable resources out of rural schools. 240 of the 327 Iowa school districts don’t have a private school in their district to even use a voucher. Rural schools can’t afford to have tax dollars pulled away from their community schools to fund choice in other areas.

PATRON NOTIFICATION OF

OPEN ENROLLMENT REQUIREMENTS


Parents/guardians considering the use of the open enrollment option to enroll their child/ren in another public school district in the state of Iowa should be aware of the following dates:

March 1, 2021—Last date for regular open enrollment requests for the 2021-2022 school year for students in grades 1-12.

September 1, 2021—Last date for open enrollment requests for entering kindergarten students and those students falling under the “good cause” definition for the 2021-2022 school year.

Parents/guardians of open enrolled students whose income falls below 160% of the federal poverty guidelines are eligible for transportation assistance.  This may be in the form of actual transportation or in the form of a cash stipend.

Parents should be aware that open enrollment may result in the loss of athletic eligibility.
