Stanton’s Kindergarten Round-Up
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  Stanton Elementary School will conduct kindergarten assessments on Wednesday, April 28th, for any child who will be five years of age on or before September 15, 2021.  

  On Tuesday, April 27th, parents of incoming kindergarten students will meet at 5:30 in the elementary concourse. Our kindergarten teacher, Mrs. Henneman, and our principal, Mrs. Elwood, will present 
information about the kindergarten curriculum, school policies, etc. Mrs. Jenny Gettler, the school nurse, will also be present to go over health requirements and paperwork needed for incoming kindergarten students. At this time, parents will sign up for a time to return the following day, April 28th, with their child for the 
Kindergarten screening. The screening process and follow-up with parents should take approximately 20-25 minutes on this date.         

  Registration forms will be sent home with pre-school students the week before the assessment date.  We ask that the paperwork in the packets be returned on the screening date of April 28th. We will also require that a current record of immunizations and a copy of the student’s birth certificate be provided on April 28th.
  Please call Jody at the elementary office at 829-2171 as soon as possible to sign up your child for Kindergarten Round Up and to answer any questions you might have regarding the format for the above dates. If your child will begin kindergarten in the fall and does not currently attend the local pre-school, we ask that you call the above number prior to April 21st so that your child can be added to our student list.

ATHLETICS
Viking Track

  The high school boys traveled to Lenox this past Monday to compete in an 8 school boys’ meet. The Vikings competed well as we worked to move some of the athletes into new events to learn more about where we can best take advantage of our strengths.  Check out varsity bound for our stats and how we stack up in the state and the Corner Conference so far. Next week we will be in Lenox Monday for a Co-ed meet and Thursday in Tabor.
Junior High Boys Track
  The Junior High boys track team kicked their season off Tuesday night here in Stanton. The boys earned 180 team points and placed 1st place overall. They traveled to Griswold Thursday night. They'd like to thank all of the volunteers for helping put on the track meet that they could participate in! 
Junior High Girls Track

  The Stanton Junior High girls track team competed in their first meet of the season as the hosted the Jr. Viqueen and Viking Relays on Tuesday, April 13th. The team put in a spectacular performance and came away with the championship trophy for the meet. In the field events, Lauren Johnson placed first in the long jump with a 12’-6” and Meredith Roberts jumped to a fifth place finished with 10’-3”.  Kyla Hart cleared 4’-4” in the high jump for a first place finish and Jailyn Beacham placed fourth with a 3’-6” jump in the event. In the discus event, Kiela Franzen placed in a tie for fifth with a throw of 46’-3”. Hannah Olson heaved the shot put to a first place throw with a 25’ 2 ¾” and Riley Burke placed a close third with 23’ ¼”.

  First place finishers in the running events were: Shuttle hurdle relay (Hannah Olson, Riley Burke, Kiela Franzen and Lauren Johnson), 4 x 200 (Hannah Olson, Ella Peterson, Lauren Johnson and Kyla Hart), 4 x 100 (Kyla Hart, Kiela Franzen, Lauren Johnson and Britney Silva) and 4 x 400 (Emma Sallach, Kennedy King, Riley Burke and Jailyn Beacham). Kyla Hart placed first in the 100m Hurdles with a time of 19.55 and Kiela Franzen placed third with 20.90. In the 200m hurdle event, Hannah Olson took first place with a 35.23 time and Riley Burke raced to third place with 37.77. The 4 x 800 team of Kennedy King, Alizabeth Maranville, Taylor Valdez and Jasmine Osher placed second as did the Sprint Medley team of Jailyn Beacham, Britney Silva, Ella Peterson and Meredith Roberts. Britney Silva sprinted to the second place ribbon in the 100m dash with a time of 15.12 and Jailyn Beacham placed third with a time of 15.17. In the 400m Dash, Emma Sallach put in a great effort to place second with a time of 1:21.87. The Distance Medley team (Emma Sallach, Meredith Roberts, Kennedy King and Jasmine Osher) placed third. Meredith Roberts battled hard in the 1500 and earned a third place finish with a time of 6:22.07 and Ella Peterson placed third in the 200M dash with a time of 32.83. Jasmine Osher placed fifth in the 800M run with a time of 3:35.25. This was a very exciting first meet for all 17 girls and a great way to start the season! We are so very proud of their hard work they are putting in on the track every day. They traveled to Griswold on Thursday and will be at the Fremont-Mills JH meet on Monday, April, 19th. All meets begin at 4:00.  Congratulations girls!
