Viking Track
  The Vikings participated in 3 meets this week, traveling to Essex, Tabor, and Griswold. The sprint medley team of Rylan Houston, Joshua Martin, Jackson Roberts, and Logan Roberts broke the school record and have plans to break their own record before the season is over. The entire team is showing personal bests and continue to work hard in the weight room. The Vikings scored >= 100 points in 2 out of their last 3 meets heading into next Tuesday's Conference meet in Griswold.
Viqueen Track

  The Viqueens ran at Corning against a very tough field last Thursday scoring 34 points. 

  On Monday the girls started a very busy week with a meet at Essex. The Viqueens won 7 events, scoring 116 points. Tara Peterson won golds in the 100 meters, 200 meters, 400 meters, and anchored the winning sprint medley with teammates, Addison Olson, Jenna Stephens, and Brooklyn Silva. Carly Roberts brought home gold medals in the 3000 meters, and 1500 meters, and she anchored the winning distance medley with Brooklyn, Addison, and Elly McDonald.

  The team was back on the track Tuesday at Fremont-Mills. The girls scored 86 points and won 5 more golds. Tara won the 100 meters and 400 hurdles. Carly was a winner the 3000 meters, and the sprint medley (Lexi Chambers, Addison, Brooklyn, Tara) and the Distance Medley (Elly, Brooklyn, Addison, Carly) were also winners. The girls ran again last night at a very tough Griswold meet. 
Junior High Boys Track

  The JH track boys competed last Thursday at the Hamburg JH Relays. The boys earned 159 points and came away with the 1st place trophy. The win is their second on the season. They competed last night at Essex and then tonight at Fremont-Mills.

Silva) 1:00.37, 4 x 200 Relay (H. Olson, L. Johnson, E. Peterson, K. Hart) 2:05.25, Kyla Hart–100 meter hurdles–19.28, and Sprint Medley Relay (J. Beacham, B. Silva, M. Roberts, E. Peterson) 2:26.14.  So proud of all of our 17 tracksters! The team will travel to Essex on Thursday, April 29th, and will be at Corning on Friday, May 7th.
