SUPERINTENDENT

  This has been a strange start to the school year. I do want to thank everyone for their understanding of the changes that we have at school because of the new guidelines from different agencies and organizations. We continue to change our COVID guidelines to do two things. First, we want to keep our students safe. Second, we feel our students learn best in school.  
  As we have had our first few cases of COVID we want to remind everyone to continue to monitor your students of symptoms and please keep them home if they aren’t feeling well. The symptoms associated with COVID include fever/chills, loss of taste or smell, congestion or runny nose, shortness of breath or difficulty breathing, cough, sore throat, nausea or vomiting, diarrhea, fatigue, muscle or body aches, or headache. Anyone with these symptoms needs to contact a physician. Anyone who is being tested for COVID should quarantine until results are provided. Please contact Montgomery County Public Health if you have any additional questions regarding contact tracing or quarantine requirements.  
  We have been monitoring our remote learners’ progress. Some schools have started to require a Doctor’s note in order to stay qualified for remote learning. Stanton CSD will continue to evaluate the effectiveness of remote learning, but this is something the district may consider moving forward. We need to ensure all students are getting a great education.
