The Viqueens took on Riverside last Thursday and came out shooting and never looked back steamrolling the visitors 64-20.  Going several minutes into the game before missing a shot led to a 28-4 first quarter.

  Marleigh Johnson led all scorers with 20 points followed by Leah Sandin and Jenna Stephens with 11 each, Abby Burke made her season debut scoring 9 and going 3 for 5 from 3-point range.

  On Friday, December 4th the Viqueens took on Sidney. After a strong start against a stout Cowgirl defense it looked like the Queen's had a battle on their hands. The Queens were able to make plays and convert field goals against the man defense Sidney employed giving Stanton a 13-9 1st quarter advantage. In the 2nd quarter Sidney switched to a 1-3-1 defense which would cause havoc the rest of the night. Coach David Snyder said, "We did not adapt well to their defensive adjustment, shooting, passing and movement against their zone was not good.” The Queen's would score only 18 points the rest of the game losing 51-31. Jenna Stephens finished with 10 points, Marleigh Johnson added 9.

  The Queen's continued to start games with a flurry of scoring, jumping out to a 20-6 first quarter lead at Griswold Tuesday night.  By half the Queen's had a comfortable 33-12 lead. "In the 2nd  half we got  sluggish, our lack of intensity and detail allowed Griswold to play with confidence and chip into our lead. We need to continue to improve in these areas and play a complete game and not just starters but everyone on the roster,” said Coach Snyder. The Queen's hung on winning 58-46.
