State Envirothon Competition
  Congratulations to the Stanton FFA Envirothon team of Hunter Bishop, Dacey Henneman, Ella Peterson, Caden Sallach and Clark Spencer for their 10th place win in the state in the Regional Envirothon competition. Their team advances to the State Envirothon competition on April 24 at Jester Park. To advance to the state competition the students had to compete in the Regional Envirothon tests. These tests cover aquatics, forestry, soils and wildlife. The team scored within the top 5 teams in forestry and soils.

  The Stanton Conservation Science class had two teams compete in the regional tests. The second team Andrew Johnson, Jameson McDonald, Logan McQueen, Kyle Pastore and Jayden Schwery also did well as a team. Andrew Johnson and Jayden Schwery have been named as alternates.

  Two Stanton FFA members participated in the Iowa FFA Agriscience Fair at Hilton Coliseum in Ames, Iowa on Thursday, March 30th.  Grant Spencer presented his Plant Science project titled “Guinea Pig Fertilizer vs. Fish Emulsion Fertilizer in Lactuca sativa.” Grant’s research placed second in the category of Plant Systems in Division 1 (7th and 8th grade individuals).

  Clark Spencer placed third in the category of Food Products and Processing Systems in Division 3 (9th and 10th grade individuals). He presented his project entitled, “Yeast Roll Longevity Using the Tangzhong Method as an Enhancer.”

  These students also participated in the State Science + Technology Fair of Iowa (SSTFI) which is held together with the Iowa FFA Agriscience Fair. Clark earned a $750 Scholarship to Loras College for his orator skills. Stanton student, Addie Spencer, presented her project, “Home Air Quality” in the SSTFI 6th Grade Environmental Sciences category and received an honorable mention.

  Along with presenting their research, students enjoyed a science panel luncheon, participated in interactive college booths and displays and listened to key note speakers on the subjects of science research and engineering.

  On Sunday, April 16, nine Stanton FFA members will join 260 other FFA Chapters from across the state to attend the 95th Iowa FFA State Leadership Conference. Competing in State FFA Leadership Development Events (LDEs) are Adrian Haynie, Ella Peterson, Leah Sandin, and Clark Spencer. Adrian will be taking the FFA Greenhand Quiz, Ella has advanced and will compete in the Ag Broadcasting LDE, Clark Spencer has advanced and will compete in the Ag Sales LDE, Leah Sandin will be presenting the Chapter Activity Display.

  Four middle school members, Nick Herrick, Gabe Kingery, Lauren Roberts and Grant Spencer will be attending the Middle School Conference. In addition, they will have the opportunity to view Leadership Development Events they may consider participating in next year, participate in the Career Show and attend leadership workshops.

Stanton’s Kindergarten Round-Up

  Stanton Elementary School will conduct kindergarten assessments on Wednesday, May 3rd for any child who will be five years of age on or before September 15, 2023.

  On Monday, May 1st, parents of incoming kindergarten students will meet at 5:30 in the elementary concourse. Our kindergarten teacher, Ms. Henneman and our principal, Mrs. Elwood will present information about the kindergarten curriculum, school policies, etc. Health requirements and paperwork needed for incoming kindergarten students will be discussed. At this time, parents will sign up for a time to return on Wednesday, May 3rd, with their child for the kindergarten screening. The screening process and follow-up with parents should take approximately 20-25 minutes on this date. Registration forms will be sent home with pre-school students the week before the assessment date. We require all paperwork in the packets be returned on the screening date of May 3rd.   We will also require that a current record of immunizations and a copy of the student’s birth certificate be provided on May 3rd.

The Survey is designed to measure their engagement in school, safety and overall learning environment. The Survey is part of Iowa’s plan to meet the federal Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA). The Surveys give students and parents a voice in school improvement efforts. It’s also actionable information for schools to use to improve the learning environment. Research shows students thrive academically when they feel safe, actively engaged in their learning, and when they have positive relationships with adults and other students at school. Survey results are completely anonymous. No names are recorded, and no identifying information will be attached to specific responses.
